Borinas Museum

The museum features exhibits and memorabilia from West Marin and Bolinas history as a supplier of ships during the 19th century. The
main gallery displays a selection of local historical art, and the Bolinas Bay History Room includes exhibits from Bolinas™ colorful past.
Artwork from West Marin coastal artists is showcased in the Living Artists Project Resource Center and Gallery. The museum is only open
weekends, 1-5 on Fridays and 12-5 on Saturdays and Sundays.

MARIN MUSEUM OF THE AMERICAN INDIAN

The Coast Miwok Indians were the first people to recognize how beautiful Marin is and decided to settle here. This museum celebrates
the heritage of this tribe. “Coast Miwok Indians, the First People of Marin” is an ongoing exhibit that includes photos, rare artifacts and a
diorama of a Miwok Village. The museum is open Tuesday to Friday 10 a.m. to 3 p.m., and Saturday and Sunday from 12 to 4 p.m. 2200
